ORDINANCE NO. 2024-13

AN ORDINANCE MAKING APPROPRIATIONS FOR THE SUPPORT OF THE CITY
OF BEASLEY, TEXAS, FOR THE FISCAL YEAR BEGINNING OCTOBER 01, 2024 AND
ENDING SEPTEMBER 30, 2025; AND ADOPTING THE ANNUAL BUDGET OF THE
CITY OF BEASLEY FOR THE 2024 - 2025 FISCAL YEAR.

WHEREAS, the budget, appended here as Exhibit A, for the fiscal year beginning October
01, 2024 and ending September 30, 2025 (“Budget™) was duly presented to the City Council by
Kenneth Reid, Mayor;

WHEREAS, the Budget was posted on the City’s website and provided to the City
Secretary on September 17, 2024; and

WHEREAS, a public hearing on the Budget was held on October 29, 2024 following
public notice published in a newspaper of general circulation;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
BEASLEY, TEXAS.

SECTION 1. That the appropriations for the fiscal year beginning October 1, 2024 and ending
September 30, 2025, for the support of the general government of the City of Beasley, Texas, be
fixed and determined for said terms in accordance with the expenditures shown in the attached
Budget.

SECTION 2. That the Budget is hereby approved in all respects and adopted as the City’s Budget
for the fiscal year beginning October 1, 2024 and ending September 30, 2025.

SECTION 3. That there is hereby appropriated the amount in said Budget necessary to provide
for a sinking fund for the payment of the principal and interest of the bonded debt requirements of
Fiscal Year 2024 — 2025 of the City of Beasley, Texas.

SECTION 4. Repeal. All ordinances and parts of ordinances inconsistent or in conflict herewith
are hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict.

SECTION 5. Severability. In the event any clause phrase, provision, sentence, or part of this
Ordinance or the application of the same to any person or circumstances shall for any reason be
adjudged invalid or held unconstitutional by a court of competent jurisdiction, it shall not affect,
impair, or invalidate this Ordinance as a whole or any part or provision hereof other than the part
declared to be invalid or unconstitutional; and the City Council of the City of Beasley, Texas,
declares that it would have passed each and every part of the same notwithstanding the omission
of any such part thus declared to be invalid or unconstitutional, whether there be one or more parts.
